All pools may participate in the fund. For each participating producer, an amount per unit equal to .002% of the 
value of the farmer pay price is deducted from the producers’ checks. For example, Dairy - $.05/cwt. Eggs - $.003/
dz, Beef - $.004/lb, Pork - $.002/lb, etc.

In 2007, many producers chose to participate in the inaugural year of Farmers Advocating for Organics. If you 
would like to join FAFO in 2008, please contact Lisa Hass at 608.625.2602 ext.
